June 15  We pick up through our guaranteed departure cities.  Relax as we travel east to Maumee, 
OH.  Dinner following hotel check-in. 
 

June 16  After breakfast we’ll continue east, into the beautiful hills and forests of Pennsylvania.  
We stay the night in Gettysburg.  We’ll have dinner and tour at the historic Dobbin House Tav-
ern, a safe house for runaway slaves during the Civil War.  Take a walk through Gettysburg Na-
tional Cemetery, followed by a short motor coach ride with stops along the Union line of the battle-
field.   
 

June 17   Enjoy breakfast before we tour the Gettysburg Visitors Center and Cyclorama.  Then onto a guided 
tour of the Gettysburg Battlefield, monuments and town with an expert Park Ranger.  This is where the decisive 
battle of the Civil War took place in July, 1863.  Lunch at General Pickett’s Buffet.  In addition, we’ll also tour His-
toric Harpers Ferry National Park, where the Potomac and Shenandoah Rivers join and 
which was the scene of John Brown’s 1859 raid.  Thomas Jefferson said the view was “worth 
a trip across the Atlantic.”  We then continue to the capital city of the greatest nation in the 
world, Washington DC.  We’re introduced to DC with an illuminated monuments and memori-
als tour.  We’ll overnight at the L’Enfant Plaza Hotel, our home for the next four nights. 
 

June 18   After breakfast, we set out for the Iwo Jima Memorial, Arlington National Ceme-
tery - including the changing of the guard at the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier and the 
Arlington House.  Then on to a US Capitol Tour, and the National Archives.  Dinner at the 
Phillip’s Seafood Restaurant.  The remainder of the evening is yours.  
 

June 19    Enjoy breakfast before we set out for the World War II Memorial.  A walk through Lafayette Park and 
photo op in front of the White House.  Next, we visit the Smithsonian Air and Space Museum.  Following lunch, 
enjoy your choice of American History Museum, Holocaust Museum or the American Indian Mu-
seum.  This evening, enjoy a deluxe twilight dinner dance cruise on the Potomac River aboard 
the Riverboat Dandy, with spectacular views from the water of the Watergate Compound, the Ken-
nedy Center, Georgetown and the Memorials. 

 

June 20  After breakfast, we’re off to Mount Vernon, the most popular historic estate in America, the 
ancestral home and farm of George Washington.  Lunch at the Mt Vernon Restaurant.  We will 
spend this afternoon at the “Newseum” - DC’s newest museum where five centuries of news history 
meets up-to-the-second technology.  Dinner this evening on your own.  The remainder of the evening 
is free to your choosing. 
 
June 21   After breakfast we head westward through the Potomac River Valley, over the Appalachian 
Mountains and into the plains of the Midwest.  We stay the night and have a farewell dinner in Richmond, IN. 
 

June 22  Enjoy one more breakfast.  We continue toward home with a greater respect for those who have sacrificed 
much for this country.
